56 Applicant shall ensure that the project complies with all approved plans and all project conditions
including those which must be monitored after the grading pro; ect is completed. To accomplish
this, applicant agrees to contact CDD at least two weeks prior to commencement of grading
activities to schedule an onsite pre-construction meeting with the owner, other agency personnel
and with key construction personnel.

57. Developer shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the City or its agents, officers and
employees from any claim, action or proceeding against the City or its agents, officers or
employees, to attack, set aside, void or annul, in whole or in part, the City 's approval of this
Development Plan and Coastal Development Permit. In the event that the City fails promptly to
notify the applicant of any such claim, action or proceeding, or that the City fails to cooperate
fully in the defense of said claim, this condition shall thereafter be of no further force or effect.

58. Prior to issuance of a Grading Permit, applicant shall pay all applicable permit processing fees in
full.

59. If applicant requests a Time Extension for this permit, the permit may be revised to include
updated language to standard conditions and/or mitigation measures and additional conditions
and/or mitigation measures that reflect changed circumstances or additional identified project
impacts.

The Carpinteria Sanitary District’s (CSD) sewer facilities are located on the South end of the
Venoco éroperty within a ten-foot easement.

excavatlon Our collection system crew will perform a video inspection of this mainline prior to
construcpon and at completion to verify that no damage has occurred. This video will be avallable
for review by the applicant at their request.

1. The applicant shall be responsible to repair any damage caused to our facilities as a direct
result from the Soil Remediation Project.

2. Groundwater discharge shall be prohibited to the sewer without an approved CSD
Temporary Source Control Discharge Permit.

Dear Ms. Campbell:

Thank you for the opportunity to provide comments on the subject project. The Carpmterla
Sanitary District (District) has reviewed the proposed project application received on- August
19, 2010. The site is located at 5675 Carpinteria Avenue, Carpinteria, California and is
zoned Open Space Recreation (OS/R) for the Buffer Zone area and Coastal Dependent
Industry (CDI) for the Former Nursery and Sandblasting areas.

The applicants propose to remediate soil contaminated with chlorinated pesticides in the
Former Nursery and Buffer Zone areas and soil contaminated with metals in the former
Sandblasting area. The applicant also proposes to make several improvements for
drainage at the site.

The District has reviewed the project and has the following comments. The District has a
ten-foot utility easement beneath the southern and southwestern perimeters of the site.
Within the easement are three sewer manholes and a 10-inch vitrified clay sewer pipeline.
It is imperative that the subject project not encroach into the existing easement or in any
way impair the Districts ability to access, maintain or repair the critical public infrastructure,
either during construction or upon completion. The existing utility easement shall be plotted
on the appropriate site plans and -design drawings. Construction plans and specifications
should clearly indicate the presence of the existing sewer pipeline, manholes and provxde
direction for the contractors regarding their protectxon dunng constructxon o

The manholes located in Dralnage Area No. 4 and in the unpaved sections of Dump Road
will require modification to prevent surface water infiltration. The modifications would
include raising the manhole rim elevations 18-inches above grade, and above planned
maximum water surface elevations. Each manhole shall be rehabilitated to ensure it is
U:\Projects\5675 Carpinteria Ave.

water tight. Site plans and design drawings shall show the location of the existing manholes
and proposed curb and gutter improvements along Dump Road. The proposed curb and
gutter shall be designed to avoid having existing manholes located in areas that will allow
inflow into the public sewer system.

In reviewing the proposed project at 5675 Carpinteria Avenue, the Carpinteria Valley
Water District has the following conditions.
e Remove existing signal check valve with bypass that feeds the existing fireline,
and replace with custom spool and backfill as required by District Standards.
¢ Remove existing vault that signal check valve with bypass is located in.
Removing this vault will element the conflict with the purposed new sidewalk.
e Modifiy existing 10 inch Reduced Pressure Principle Backflow Prevention
Assembly (RP) to perform as a Reduced Pressure Principle-Detector Backflow
Prevention Assembly (RPDA). This can be accomplished by adding a % inch
meter and RP device as a detector assembly on the existing 10 inch RP.
e Relocate existing Fire Hydrant behind purposed new sidewalk. The relocate
hydrant will be require to conform to current District Standard (C-104).

Dear Ms. Campbell:

The Air Pollution Control District (APCD) has reviewed the Mitigated Negative Declaration {(MND) for the
project, which consists of removal and disposal of approximately 12,670 cubic yards of soil
contaminated with pesticides and metals. Also proposed are a sediment filter, gate valve, stormwater
culvert, and curbs and gutters along the north and east site boundaries. The site would be re-graded
with approximately 10,000 cubic yards of clean fill. The subject property consists of four parcels with a
total acreage of 37.4 acres. The project area is located at 5675 and 5663 Carpinteria Avenue in the City
of Carpinteria.

Transport of contaminated soils is subject to APCD permit requirements. Therefore, APCD is a
responsible agency under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), and will rely on the MND
when evaluating any APCD permits for transport of contaminated soils.

Air Pollution Control District staff offers the following suggested conditions:

1. Standard dust mitigations (Attachment A) are recommended for all construction and/or grading
activities. The name and telephone number of an on-site contact person must be provided to
the APCD prior to issuance of land use clearance.

2. APCD Rule 345, Control of Fugitive Dust from Construction and Demolition Activities, became
effective on July 21, 2010, and establishes new limits on the generation of visible fugitive dust
emissions at demolition and construction sites. The rule includes measures for minimizing
fugitive dust from on-site activities and from trucks moving on- and off-site. The text of the rule
can be viewed on the APCD website at http://www.sbcapcd.org/rules/download/rule345.pdf.

3. Fine particulate emissions from diesel equipment exhaust are classified as carcinogenic by the
State of California. Therefore, during project grading, construction, and hauling, construction
contracts must specify that contractors shall adhere to the requirements listed in Attachment B
to reduce emissions of ozone precursors and fine particulate emissions from diesel exhaust.

4. All portable diesel-fired construction engines rated at 50 brake-horsepower or greater must
have either statewide Portable Equipment Registration Program (PERP) certificates or APCD
permits prior to operation. Construction engines with PERP certificates are exempt from APCD
permit, provided they will be on-site for less than 12 months.

ATTACHMENT A
FUGITIVE DUST CONTROL MEASURES

These measures are required for all projects involving earthmoving activities regardless of the project size or
duration. Proper implementation of these measures is assumed to fully mitigate fugitive dust emissions.

¢ During construction, use water trucks or sprinkler systems to keep all areas of vehicle movement
damp enough to prevent dust from leaving the site. At a minimum, this should include wetting
down such areas in the late morning and after work is completed for the day. Increased watering
frequency should be required whenever the wind speed exceeds 15 mph. Reclaimed water should
be used whenever possible. However, reclaimed water should not be used in or around crops for
human consumption.

e Minimize amount of disturbed area and reduce on site vehicle speeds to 15 miles per hour or less.

e Ifimportation, exportation and stockpiling of fill material is involved, soil stockpiled for more than
two days shall be covered, kept moist, or treated with soil binders to prevent dust generation.
Trucks transporting fill material to and from the site shall be tarped from the point of origin.

e Gravel pads shall be installed at all access points to prevent tracking of mud onto public roads.

e After clearing, grading, earth moving or excavation is completed, treat the disturbed area by
watering, or revegetating, or by spreading soil binders until the area is paved or otherwise
developed so that dust generation will not occur.

e The contractor or builder shall designate a person or persons to monitor the dust control program
and to order increased watering, as necessary, to prevent transport of dust offsite. Their duties
shall include holiday and weekend periods when work may not be in progress. The name and
telephone number of such persons shall be provided to the Air Poliution Control District prior to
land use clearance for map recordation and land use clearance for finish grading of the structure.

Plan Requirements: All requirements shall be shown on grading and building plans and as a note
on a separate information sheet to be recorded with map. Timing: Requirements shall be shown
on plans or maps prior to land use clearance or map recordation. Condition shall be adhered to
throughout all grading and construction periods.

MONITORING: Lead Agency shall ensure measures are on project plans and maps to be
recorded. Lead Agency staff shall ensure compliance onsite. APCD inspectors will respond to
nuisance complaints.

ATTACHMENT B
DIESEL PARTICULATE AND NO, EMISSION MEASURES

Particulate emissions from diesel exhaust are classified as carcinogenic by the state of California. The following is
an updated list of regulatory requirements and control strategies that should be implemented to the maximum extent
feasible.

The following measures are required by state law:

e All portable diesel-powered construction equipment shall be registered with the state’s portable equipment
registration program OR shall obtain an APCD permit.

¢ Fleet owners of mobile construction equipment are subject to the California Air Resource Board (CARB) Regulation
for in-use Off-road Diesel Vehicles (Title 13 California Code of Regulations, Chapter 9, § 2449), the purpose of

which is to reduce diesel particulate matter (PM) and criteria pollutant emissions from in-use (existing) off-road
diesel-fueled vehicles. For more information, please refer to the CARB website at

www.arb.ca.gov/msprog/ordiesel/ordiesel.htm.

¢ All commercial diesel vehicles are subject to Title 13, § 2485 of the California Code of Regulations, limiting
engine idling time. Idling of heavy-duty diesel construction equipment and trucks during loading and unloading
shall be limited to five minutes; electric auxiliary power units should be used whenever possible.

The following measures are recommended:

e Diesel construction equipment meeting the California Air Resources Board (CARB) Tier 1 emission
standards for off-road heavy-duty diesel engines shall be used. Equipment meeting CARB Tier 2 or
higher emission standards should be used to the maximum extent feasible.

¢ Diesel powered equipment should be replaced by electric equipment whenever feasible.

e Iffeasible, diesel construction equipment shall be equipped with selective catalytic reduction systems,
diesel oxidation catalysts and diesel particulate filters as certified and/or verified by EPA or California.

e Catalytic converters shall be installed on gasoline-powered equipment, if feasible.
s All construction equipment shall be maintained in tune per the manufacturer’s specifications.
+ The engine size of construction equipment shall be the minimum practical size.

¢ The number of construction equipment operating simultaneously shall be minimized through efficient
management practices to ensure that the smallest practical number is operating at any one time.

e Construction worker trips should be minimized by requiring carpooling and by providing for lunch onsite.

Plan Requirements: Measures shall be shown on grading and building plans. Timing: Measures shall be adhered to
throughout grading, hauling and construction activities.

MONITORING: Lead Agency staff shall perform periodic site inspections to ensure compliance with approved
plans. APCD inspectors shall respond to nuisance complaints.
